From January 2
through April 16, see our website: www.ftb.ca.gov
for locations or call (800) 852-5711.

3. When do I have to file?
Your tax return is due on April 16, 2001, but if you
can’t file by that date you get an automatic, paperless
extension to October 15, 2001.  Any tax due must be
paid by April 16, 2001, to avoid penalties and inter-
est.  See form FTB 3519 on page 12. If you make an
extension payment with form FTB 3519, you can
e-file or use Form 540A, Form 540, or Form 540NR
when you do file your return.

4. I don’t have my W-2s. What do I do?
If you did not receive all your Form(s) W-2 by
January 31, 2001, contact your employer(s).  Only
your employer(s) can issue or correct a Form W-2.
For more information, call (800) 338-0505, select
personal income tax, then general information, and
enter code 204 when instructed.

5. Should I round cents to dollars?
Please round cents to the nearest whole dollar. Drop
amounts under 50 cents and increase amounts from
50 to 99 cents to the next whole dollar. For example,
$123.49 becomes $123 and $725.50 becomes $726.

6. I owe tax, but don’t have the money.  What
can I do?
You must pay your taxes by the due date to avoid
interest and penalties. If you cannot pay by check or
by electronic debit on or before the due date, you
may pay by credit card or request approval to make
monthly payments. See page 9 and page 10, Paying
Your Taxes.

7. How can I find out about the status of my
refund?
Go to our website at www.ftb.ca.gov or call
(800) 338-0505.  See the back cover for more
information.

8. How long do I keep my tax records?
Generally, keep your California income tax records
for at least 4 years from the due date of the return or
the date the return is filed, whichever is later. How-
ever, an extended period may apply for California or
federal tax returns related or subject to federal audit.

If you need to amend your return, use
Form 540X. Go to www.ftb.ca.gov or see
code 908 on the back cover.

9. I will be moving after I file my return.
How do I notify the FTB of my new address?
You can notify the FTB of your new address by using
form FTB 3533, Change of Address.  This form is
available on our website as a fillable form, or you
may call (800) 852-5711, and select option 5.
After filing a return, you should notify the FTB of a
change of address for up to 4 years, especially if you
leave the state and no longer have a requirement to
file a California return.

10. Can I TeleFile?

You can TeleFile only if we mailed you this booklet
with a label holder on the front cover. If we did not
mail you this booklet with a label holder, but you filed
a California return last year, you can e-file instead.

Exclusion for Individuals Who Were Forced to Perform Slave or
Forced Labor During World War II – Any amount paid by the German
Foundation known as the Remembrance, Responsibility, and the
Future, or any other source of humanitarian reparations made for
purposes of redressing the injustice done to persons who were
required to perform slave or forced labor during World War II is
excluded from California gross income.
Exclusion for Assigned Lottery Winnings – Amounts received by a
California lottery prizewinner from another person as a result of the
assignment (transfer) by the prizewinner of the right to receive future
lottery winning payments are excluded from California gross income.

Form Changes
Dependent of Another Taxpayer – Beginning this year you may use
Form 540 2EZ, if you can be claimed as a dependent by another
taxpayer and your income is more than $9,361 if single; $18,572 if
married filing joint or qualifying widow(er); or $13,172 if head of
household.
Unemployment Compensation – Beginning this year you may use
Form 540 2EZ if you received unemployment compensation in 2000.
This type of income is not taxable to California but you must record the
amount you received on Form 540 2EZ, line 10.

Things you need to know before you complete

Your Rights As A Taxpayer
Our goal at the FTB is to make certain that your rights are protected so
that you will have the highest confidence in the integrity, efficiency, and
fairness of our state tax system.

Innocent Spouse Relief
You may qualify for relief from liability for tax on a joint return if (1)
there is an understatement of tax because your spouse omitted income
or claimed false deductions or credits, (2) you are divorced, separated,
or no longer living with your spouse, or (3) given all the facts and
circumstances, it would be unfair to hold you liable for the tax. In
addition, you may qualify for relief pursuant to a divorce decree. If any
of the circumstances fit you, you may apply by writing a letter to the
Franchise Tax Board requesting relief. Your request should include

your name, your social security number, the year or years in question,
a statement explaining why you believe you qualify for relief, and if
applicable, a copy of your court order.

Voting is Everybody’s Business
You may register to vote if you meet these requirements:
• You are a United States citizen;

• You will be 18 years old by the date of the next election; and
• You are not in prison or on parole for the conviction of a

You need to re-register every time you move, change your name, or
wish to change political parties. In order to vote in an election, you
must be registered to vote at least 29 days before that election. To
obtain a Voter Registration Card, call the Secretary of State’s office
toll-free voter hotline at (800) 345-VOTE.

Homeowner and Renter Assistance
Homeowner assistance is a once-a-year payment from the State of
California based on part of the property taxes assessed and paid on
your home. If eligible, you could receive up to 96% of the property
taxes you paid in the prior year. In 2000, you would have qualified for
this assistance if you:
• Were one of the following on December 31, 1999: 62 years of

age or older, blind, or disabled; and
• Owned your home and lived in it on December 31, 1999, had total

household income of $33,993 or less, and are a U.S. citizen,
designated alien, or qualified alien when you file your claim.

Renter assistance is a once-a-year payment from the State of
California based on part of the property taxes that you pay indirectly
when you pay your rent. In 2000, you would have qualified for this
assistance if you:
• Were one of the following on December 31, 1999: 62 years of

age or older, blind, or disabled; and
• Paid $50 or more rent per month in the prior year, had total

household income of $33,993 or less, and are a U.S. citizen,
designated alien, or qualified alien when you file your claim.

Note: Assistance payments for the 2000 filing season were increased
by 150% of the normal amount. Claims may be filed until
June 30, 2001.
The 2001 filing season for these programs begins July 1, 2001. For
more information, call (800) 852-5711.
