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SUMMARY OF BILL 
 
This bill would provide various civil protections and relief to military service members who are ordered 
to active federal or state military duty. 
 
In addition, this bill would clarify that, with the exception of the provisions added by this bill to the 
Military and Veterans Code, the provisions of the Government Code govern various rights and 
benefits of state employees who are ordered into active military duty.  This change would not be 
administered by the department and is not discussed in the analysis of the bill as amended  
May 20, 2002.   
 
SUMMARY OF REVISION 
 
The operative date contained in the department’s analysis of the bill as amended May 20, 2002, is 
being revised below to reflect the correct interpretation.  In the department’s previous analysis the 
operative date was stated as January 1, 2003. 
 
Except for this change, the remainder of the department’s analysis still applies. 
 
EFFECTIVE/OPERATIVE DATE  
 
As an urgency measure, this bill would be effective and operative upon enactment, and specifies that 
qualification for the benefits and protections under this bill would be retroactive to September 11, 
2001.  However, the benefits and protections under this bill would only apply on a prospective basis. 
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
