SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT

The August 7, 2002, amendments increased the threshold amount from $500,000 to $1 million. The
August 15, 2002, amendments reduced the amount back to $500,000, making the bill the same as
the June 18, 2002, version. Thus, the department’s analysis of the bill as amended June 18, 2002,
still applies.
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
