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SUMMARY 
 
This bill would provide restitution for identify theft victims for the costs associated with ongoing 
credit monitoring and repair.   
 
ANALYSIS 
 
The April 14, 2011, amendments removed provisions that would have allowed the county 
probation departments to refer debts to the Franchise Tax Board for collection.  As a result of the 
amendments, this bill no longer impacts the department’s programs and operations or state 
income tax revenue.  
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
