El ectroni ¢ Recordation Task Force consisting of voluntary representatives from
governnent al agenci es and i ndustry groups. Also, this bill would provide that
notices of federal tax liens may be filed, recorded and i ndexed by electronic or
magneti c neans.

This bill also contains provisions regarding the recording of information in San
Ber nardi no County and Orange County. These provisions do not inpact the
Franchi se Tax Board and will not be addressed in this analysis.

The July 6, 1998, anmendnent added a provision regarding the recording of
digitized inmages and elimnated the provision requiring that the chairperson of
the task force be froma county that records 350,000 docunments annually.

The departnent’s anal ysis of AB 1906, as anended June 23, 1998, still applies.
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
