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X ANALYSIS NOT REQUIRED of this bill -- Not within scope of responsibility of this department.
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COMMENTS:

Under this bill, the Department of Social Services would be required to conduct a
study of cities and counties relating to contract requirements for compliance
with child support orders and the interception of payments made under those
contracts when the contractor is in noncompliance with those orders.

Previously under this bill, upon notification by the Controller of payments being
paid under state contract, FTB would be required to determine if the contractor
owes child support and, if so, order the Controller to withhold the payment and
transmit it to FTB to apply it to the delinquency.

This bill would not impact FTB’s programs or operations or state income tax
revenue.
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
